Year 11 GGSE Examinations Guidance

We are looking forward to welcoming our Year 11 students on Monday for
the start of their GCSE exams. Please find below some guidance notes to

help you and your child:

e Students attend all lessons and all exams until Friday 10 June

e From Monday 13 June, students attending morning exams go to
the exam as normal and then go home. If they are staying in school
for any length of time they need to sign in at Reception and follow
their normal timetable, regardless of whether they still have an
exam in that subject, or not. The member of staff supervises/revises
with students but does not need to do a register. Staff may combine
student groups, depending on numbers

e Students arriving for an afternoon exam attend the exam as normal
and go home. If they are staying on to the end of the school day for
transport they need to sign in at Reception, even if they signed in
after the morning exam as the expectation is that everyone will go
home straight after the pm exam

¢ Students are able to attend for any normal timetabled lessons even

if they do not have an exam on that day
